Applicants may propose activities 
such as conducting community outreach activities or 
expanding the library's technology capacity for people 
completing the census questionnaire online. All types of 
libraries and library organizations are eligible to apply (e.g., 
public libraries, school libraries, academic libraries, tribal 
libraries, state library agencies, Library Friends or 
Foundations, library cooperatives, state library associations, 
etc.). 

Applications are due Friday, November 22.

2019 Summer Reading 

Program Participation 

More than 2.5 million students and 
children statewide participated in the 
2019 summer reading program, an 
increase of approximately 134,000 
participants over last year’s program, 
the New York State Education Depart-
ment and State Library announced. In 
addition, the State Education Depart-
ment announced results from its 
partnership with the myON by 
Renaissance e-book platform, which 
offered free access to thousands of 
enhanced digital books to children and 
their families. From May through 
September 2019: 118,569 books were 
opened/browsed, 114,128 books were 
read, and 1,635,585 minutes of reading 
were logged within the myON 
platform.
